Sticky Note
This area is called "Oxbow Bend", which is a bend in the Snake River.  There is a nice paved viewing spot with parking to get a photo of Mount Moran.  Also, there is a  road past the viewing area that ends in a little gravel parking area.  This is a great place to see Bald Eagles and Osprey.  It can be visited by the occasional bear also.  See Slide 8 for examples.

Signal Mountain is one the highest view of Teton National Park.  It take about 30 minutes to drive to the top and you can see deer and elk along the way. There are some very nice views when you reach the top.  See Slide 7 for examples.

Schwabacher Landing is another MUST see place for photographers!  Go here on a calm day (no wind) to get the famous "postcard shot" of the Teton Mountains.  Take in consideration the rising and setting of the sun to decide the best time of day.  There is a small gravel parking area and you then walk a few hundred yards to the prime viewing area.  See Slide 9 for examples.

Moose Junction is the turn off from Highway 191/26/89 to get to the town of Moose.  There is a little bridge that you pass over almost as soon as you enter Moose, WY.  There is a little guest services center in this town where you can schedule many guided activities or just look around.  Of interest to photographers, there are common moose sighting in this area near the bridge. See Slide 3 for an examples.

Moose-Wilson Road:  This is a long road that extends from the town of Moose, all the way back to Jackson.  It is a great place to see moose and elk.  There are both boggy wetlands and wooded areas along this road.  Some areas of the road are very bumpy gravel, but it eventually becomes paved when you get closer to Teton Village.  Recommend early mornings for best moose sightings in this area. See Slide 4 for samples from this road.

Teton Village: This resort area is right off Moose-Wilson Road with a few restaurants, shops, and ski-type resort. It is worth stopping for a few minutes when you are traveling on Moose-Wilson Road.  See Slide 5 for a photo of the resort area.

If you stay on the main road past Moose, WY (rather than taking a left onto Moose-Wilson Rd) then you will enter an official park entrance for Grand Tetons National Park.  You will have to pay or show your park pass (highly recommended).  You can commonly find herds of elk on this road in the evenings (when the lighting is poor of course).

Gros Ventre Road will take you from the main Hwy 191/26/89 to Kelly, WY.  This is one of the best areas I found for seeing large herds of buffalo and pronghorn sheep.  Also saw a few moose  and deer along this road.  Recommend very early mornings around daybreak for moose sightings.  See Slide 2 for examples.

Jenny Lake Loop:  There is an amazing view of the mountains in the background and Jenny Lake in front.  You can take a ferry boat across the lake also.  Days with no wind make for pretty amazing photos, especially panoramic shots.  See Slide 6 for an example

I drove to Slide Lake because I stayed in Kelly, WY for a 2 nights and it was close.  It has a decent view but not the best in the area by far.  Check it out is you are in the area, but I wouldn't recommend a special trip otherwise.
